Multiple-vendor management

The Cisco Broadband Policy Manager can control network equipment from multiple vendors. Most service provider networks
include products from multiple vendors and all service management products must integrate with third-party hardware as
required to deliver consistent services across the network.

Rapid time to market

The Cisco Broadband Policy Manager and Broadband Policy Design Studio help enable rapid design and deployment of
advanced services on broadband networks, greatly decreasing system-integration time and expense and speeding time to
revenue.

Service creation
